Congratulations to all staff and students on the excellent
Inter-house Athletics Carnival held last Wednesday 29th
July. It was terrific to see the team spirit and effort dis-
played by all students on the day. We look forward to our
school’s participation in the upcoming Fraser District Ath-
letics on the 20th and 21st August.

In responding in a proactive way to reduce the level of
misconduct, vandalism and theft, both during school
hours and after school hours, we are trialling the use of
strategically placed closed circuit television (CCT) cam-
eras around the school. The footage on these cameras is
only viewed when an incident has happened and the
school is required to investigate the misconduct, vandal-
ism and/or theft.

The school’'s School Council representatives, Parents and
Citizens Association’s Executive, Student Council repre-
sentatives and Administration team met recently with
Education Queensland staff to discuss enrolment man-
agement for Urangan State High School.

Urangan State High School recognises as its prime obli-
gation, the provision of access to an appropriate educa-
tional service for students resident within this community
as defined by its local catchment area. Because of enrol-
ment capacity and growth, Urangan State High School
may be unable to meet this obligation in future unless
action is taken now to manage enrolment. An enrolment

management plan sets out the
conditions under which stu-
dents may be enrolled into
Urangan State High School.

Students and families already enrolled at Urangan
State High School are not affected by the enrolment
management plan.

This is the early phase of the process as we move
through the consultation, design, communication and im-
plementation phases. This process will now be a focus at
School Council meetings, P&C meetings and staff and
student meetings.

On Wednesday evening, 12th August, we will hold our
Subject Selection Evening for students entering Year 11
in 2010. Students will be completing their preliminary SET
Plan which is required to be entered on our computer sys-
tem by Thursday 27th August. SET Plan interviews with
students, their parents and a SET Plan counsellor will be
conducted on Tuesday 1stand Wednesday 2nd Septem-
ber 2009.

The Year 7 to 8 Parent Information Evening will be held
on Wednesday 16th September in the Performing Arts
Block. Due to the numbers of students involved, we will
be holding two information sessions for students and their
parents.

Session 1 will commence at 5.00pm and Session 2 will
commence at 6.30pm. We look forward to seeing as
many parents as possible at these information evenings.
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On Sunday July 25th our school took four teams to
compete at this year's School Aerobic State Finals.
After months of rehearsing, the students were eager
to get onto the stage and show Queensland just what
Urangan could bring to this competition.

Placing 1% in the Stage 1 Division, 1% in the Boys’
Division and a surprise 1% in the Hip Hop division, the
students were over the moon with their results.
Danny Hindmarsh also came second in the Solo Di-
vision.

On August 15th and 16th, the teams will now make
their way to Adelaide to compete at the Nationals -
not only doing Urangan proud but Queensland as
well.

Congratulations to all thirteen students who partici-
pated in the Rio Tinto Big Science Competition which
was held recently. One student received a Distinc-
tion, 5 received Credits and 7 received Participation
certificates. Well done to all who participated.

In order to protect our students and our school, from
the illegal activities of intruders, we have installed a
system of over 20 security cameras across the
school.

These cameras have motion detection and record 24
hours a day, 7 days a week, whenever activity is de-
tected. Administration staff are able to view video
footage of incidents within the school when neces-
sary and share this with our School Based Police
Officer.

The video footage is only viewed after an incident
has occurred. For example, after a vandalism inci-
dent at the school one evening, video was recorded
of a suspect vehicle entering the school grounds and
this video evidence was passed on to local police. As
an added safety measure for our students, cameras
are directed on the front and back gates of the school
to detect intruders coming into the school during the
day.
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We are pleased to announce that
our school's Water Efficiency Pro-
ject is now complete. All water
efficiency measures which were
recommended for our school have
been successfully installed and
commissioned.

Urangan State High School re-
ceived an Australian Government
Community Water Grant for a sum
of $90,613 to undertake the
Schools Water Efficiency Project,
which has allowed us to make
these significant water savings
estimated to be 2.7million litres
per year.

The purpose of the project was to

make our indoor water use of ap-

pliances more water efficient by

installing several different water

saving products and measures

recommended after a water effi-

cient audit of our school. These

were as follows:

" Flow control valves to vanity
basins, sinks, taps and showers

" Self-closing taps

" Replacing several 9 litre flush
toilets with new 3/4.5 litre or 6/3
litre dual flush toilets

" Installation of No Flush Sani-
Sleeve Systems to the urinals

" Extension of the school dam

Saving 2.7million litres of water
per year, is a significant step to-
wards successfully achieving our
school’'s goal of wanting to save
water and be more water efficient.

Our school’'s Water Efficiency Pro-
ject is a perfect example of the
community working in co-
operation with the government to
develop and implement a water
saving project that will have long
term sustainable water saving
measures.

Community Grants are a win-win
situation where the environment
benefits, our school benefits and
importantly our students and staff
experience first hand how easy it
is to save water by using it effi-
ciently and effectively.
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School fees for excursions and
camps are calculated on a cost
recovery only basis, according to
the number of students who have
indicated their attendance. Partici-
pation of students in an excursion
or camp is indicated through pay-
ment of the excursion or camp fee
and provision of a permission form
completed by the parent/carer.

As the school budget cannot meet
any shortfalls in funding for an ex-
cursion or camp due to the subse-
guent non-participation of a stu-
dents who had previously indi-
cated attendance of the activity,
fees already paid for an excursion
or school camp may be refunded
in full or in part or not at all, having
regard to the associated expenses
incurred and the circumstances of
the non-participation.

If a parent/carer wishes to apply
for a refund due to their child’s
non-participation in an excursion
or camp activity, they may do so
by completing a Request for Re-
fund form available from the
school office. Where possible, the
request should include the receipt
relating to the payment for which a
refund is being sought.

It is preferred that refunds be
made as a credit against the stu-
dent’'s account at the school and
used for any cost in the future.
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Part of the Uniform Shop’s service
includes the sale of second hand
uniforms on consignment.

Second-hand uniforms will be kept
for a maximum of 2 years and
must be in a condition acceptable
for resale. In clearing out our
overstocked shop, we now have
available for pickup, both senior
shirts and skirts belonging to the
following people. If they are not

collected before the dates speci-
fied they will be donated else-
where.
