Arts Subjects You Can Study in Year 7 2027

Participating in quality arts experiences and practices, enriches your social and emotional wellbeing. It fosters development of your imagination and enables you to reach your creative and intellectual potential. Each
Arts subject has distinctive languages, knowledges and practices that enable you to play, explore, question, challenge and imagine new possibilities as you create, collaborate, and communicate ideas, emotions,
observations, and experiences. At Urangan State High School, through studying the Arts, we empower you to be a curious learner, creative thinker, and connected human.

DANCE

If you love to move your body, Dance is a great choice for your Arts elective. In Dance, you will use your body to communicate and express meaning through purposeful movement. Studying Dance combines
choreography and performance. You will also experience and explore different styles and forms of dance created and performed by others. Dance is an energetic subject in which you will develop technical and
expressive skills within a fun and lively environment.

DRAMA
